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Assessment can and should serve academic learning, not simply as a means for measurement and evaluation.
Why check for understanding? Students aren’t always self-regulated learners. They may not be aware of what they do and don’t understand. 

Checking for understanding provides students with a model of good study skills. Students become increasingly aware of how to monitor their own understanding. 

It is assessment which helps us distinguish between teaching and learning. 

The assessment of understanding should be thought of in terms of a collection of evidence over time instead of a single event.

Checking for understanding should become part of the routine of teaching.

Using Questions to Check for Understanding – one way to make certain that questions we ask engage students’ creative and critical thinking is to plan them in advance using Bloom’s

Writing across the curriculum as an assessment tool – the upper reaches of Bloom’s taxonomy could not be reached without the use of some form of writing.

Using Projects and Performances to Check for Understanding 

The opportunity to apply learning to a novel situation hastens the transfer of learning.
